Arrival/Departure Times

Check-in starts at 4 pm on the arrival date and departure must occur by 11 am on
the departure date. Early check-in and late check-out times are possible by prior
arrangement, but can only be confirmed 1-2 days before the arrival date, since they
are dependent on the schedules of other guests.

Security Deposit

The Security Deposit is provided as security against damage to the house or
property, theft, late check out, and violation of any of the renter's agreements
contained in this Agreement. Final settlement of the Security Deposit will be made
as soon as possible, but in no event later than 45 days after the departure date.

A photocopy of the renter’s driver license must accompany the Security Deposit.

Cancellations

Either party may cancel the rental up to 60 days prior to the arrival date. There is a
$50 administrative fee if you cancel your reservation in whole or part. In addition, if
you cancel the rental in whole or part on shorter notice than 60 days, and if we are
unable to re-book the house for all or part of your confirmed stay at the same rate,
the full applicable rate will be charged for those days. We will retain any Rent
Deposit as liquidated damages as required to pay such applicable rate. There is no
refund of rent for an early departure



Cleaning :

Your cleaning fee is intended for a one time cleaning upon your departure. It is your
responsibility to maintain the home in a neat and clean condition throughout your
stay. Some cleaning supplies are left in the home for your use. However, if they run
out, please replace them for the next renter. It is also your responsibility to wash all
dishes prior to departure, and return them to the cabinets Linens and bath towels are
provided, and if used, must be washed and returned to the closet where they were
found. Laundry facilities are provided for your convenience. You may also choose to
leave linens unwashed, in which case there will be a $35.00 charge for cleaning.
This is the charge we incur from the Cleaning company who handles our home.

Owners' Agreements

We shall bear the cost of all utilities, trash removal, local telephone service, the use
of all personal property made available to renters, including kitchen equipment,
dishes, linens, outdoor furniture and outdoor grill. We will take reasonable measures
to ensure that house and outdoor equipment is in reasonable working order. Long
distance phone calls may only be made with a credit card or calling card.

Renters' Agreements
- Renter agrees that they shall leave the premises in the same order as they
found them.

Renter agrees that they shall not exceed the number of guests identified in
this agreement. If more than the above numbered persons are found to
occupy the unit, or if excessive cleanup is required, additional charges for
such persons and additional maid service will be charged and deducted from
the Security Deposit. You shall nevertheless be fully responsible for any
damage to the premises in excess of the Security Deposit.

It is expressly understood and agreed that the owner of said premises, shall
be not be liable for any damages or any injury to tenant or his guests, or to
their property from whatever cause arising from occupancy of said premises
by Renter and his guests.

It is expressly agreed by and between the parties that Owner is exempted
and held harmless from any and all liability, and any damage or injury to any
person or property caused by or resulting from fire, steam, electricity, water,
rain, ice, snow, or leak from or flow from, or into, any part or said property or
building, or from any damage or injury resulting or arising from any other
cause happening whatsoever, including any negligent acts by any person.
This obligation of the Renter shall further apply to all of Renter’s guests,
invitees, business associates, and all other persons present or permitted on
subject property under the direction or permission of the Renter.

Renter agrees to abide by all rules and regulations set forth by Camelback
Ski, Northridge Station and the house rules listed on page (4) and (5). We will
provide copies of each for your review at the house. Please review all
regulations upon your arrival so that you may enjoy your vacation without any
interruption.
